Self-driving or “autonomous” vehicles stand to revolutionize road transportation in the U.S. and around the world. Their cutting-edge technologies and engineering innovations have the potential to dramatically expand transit options for many people, including those with disabilities. It is important that autonomous vehicles (AVs) are designed to be inclusive of everyone. This spring, the U.S. Access Board will host a four-part series of virtual meetings on making AVs accessible to passengers with disabilities. Human Rights Watch has published a report, "Concerns of Neglect in Nursing Homes," highlighting the need for improvements in staffing, oversight and accountability.  In its investigation, Human Rights Watch interviewed more than 60 people and reviewed reports from independent monitors detailing concerns of weight loss, dehydration, untreated bedsores, inadequate hygiene, mental and physical decline, and inappropriate use of psychotropic medications among nursing home residents.  The report found that staffing shortages and the absence of family visitors may have contributed to the neglect and decline of residents.  The report concludes with recommendations to the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services, Congress, the Department of Justice, and state agencies.

Unlike many other rankings that focus on a particular aspect of LTSS system performance, the Scorecard compares state LTSS systems across multiple dimensions, reflecting the importance and interconnectedness each has on the overall LTSS system.
